| PAINTED LADIES VS MONARCHS

Complete Metamorphosis in the Classroom

Butterflies provide an excellent opportunity to observe the amazing life cycle of one of
our most beautiful neighbors. They are easy to obtain and care for, and they can open up
a world of interest in your students.

Many teachers use their budget to buy Painted Lady butterflies from a lab, and then release
these non-native insects. While releasing them in such small numbers may not drastically
affect the local ecosystems, Monarchs are an ecologically sound alternative to Painted
Ladies. Lessons on Monarch life cycles are exactly the same — only prettier! Plus, it is a
strong lesson to teach children why it is better to 'nurture' native animals than to introduce
non-native species.
